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Abstract. After the collapse of the
Soviet Union, cities in the Komi
Republic experienced depopulation,
particularly in the northern mi-
ning-dependent part of the region.
This article examines the development
strategies implemented by local gov-
ernments in the shrinking cities of
the Komi Republic to address po-
pulation decline. Through quantita-
tive analysis of population growth
rates of all cities in the region, we
identified nine continuously shrinking
cities between 1989 and 2021 and one
episodically shrinking city between
2010 and 2021. Empirically, the study
is based on the analysis of sixteen
official do-

cuments, including eight socio-eco-
nomic development strategies and
eight general plans. The results re-
veal diversity in cities’ approaches
to the population decline. Despite
the centralized governance and 1i-
mited municipal autonomy in Russia,
cities in the Komi Republic employ
various adaptation-to-shrinkage mo-
dels.
