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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce of a new journal issue.

Michael Burawoy (1947-2025) was one of the most eminent world industrial sociologists. He conducted his
research in a number of countries including Russia. He was known as a Dean at the Faculty of sociology in
Berkeley. Burawoy was elected President of the International Sociological Association (ISA). Prof. Nikita
Pokrovsky shares his memories of this distinguished scholar and remarkable person.

Professor Marina Shabanova (Department of Applied Economics, HSE University) submitted a paper ‘Ethi-
cal Consumption as an Indicator and Resource of Civil Society Transformation in Russia’. This paper tests
hypotheses concerning the relationship between ethical consumption as a new sphere of civil society (CS) and
its traditional sphere (formal and informal structures beyond the consumption sphere). For the first time, it
presents data on Russians’ participation in a wide range of ethical consumption practices in different markets
and stages of dealing with benefits (acquisition, utilization and disposal) based on the results of two represen-
tative studies (2020 and 2022). It has been established that although different practices are favored differently,
Russian citizens, for the most part, have already been using them.

Dr. Alina Pishnyak, Natalia Khalina, Elena Nazarbaeva (all from the Centre for Studies of Income and Liv-
ing, HSE University) present their study ‘The Consumer Standards in Russia: Key Features and the Limits‘.
Based on materials from 50 focus group discussions conducted in 2023, various types of standards are identi-
fied and a detailed description of the capabilities of each is provided in the context of individual consumption
spheres. Four standards including “Comfort,” “Norm,” “Hard, but livable,” and “Very bad” provide insights
not only into consumption benchmarks but also into markers of deteriorating financial status for different
population groups.

We present a Russian translation of Digital Work in the Planetary Market (MIT Press, 2022), edited by Mark
Graham and Fabian Ferrari (both from Oxford University). The book’s contributors, leading scientists and
experts from various fields, explore the consequences of such a situation for work and employees, when labor
becomes a commodity and goes beyond local markets. We are publishing an Introduction from this book, with
kind permission from the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

Dr. Dmitry Rogozin (Field Research Laboratory, RANEPA) presents an article dedicated to the life and scien-
tific work of Alexei Rumyantsev (1905-1993), the first head of the Institute of Concrete Sociological Research
(ICSIR). The author emphasizes the contradictory nature of Rumyantsev’s personality and explicate his enor-
mous impact to the organization of the emerging Soviet sociology.

Dr. Oxana Sinyavskaya, Dr. Svetlana Biryukova (both from the Centre for Comprehensive Social Policy Stud-
ies, HSE University), and Dr. Elena Selezneva (Centre for Well-being and Time Use Research, HSE Univer-
sity) prepared an analytical review ‘Human Enhancement Technologies as a New Factor of Social Inequality
in Modern Society.” The article starts with a discussion on conceptual issues of the relationship between hu-
man enhancement technologies, inequality, and social exclusion. Then, using case studies of three groups of
technologies, namely cognitive enhancement, assisted reproductive technologies, and life extension technolo-
gies (biogenetic and biogerontological), the authors consider, on the one hand, the opportunities for increasing
well-being and reducing social exclusion, and, on the other, the risks that arise in connection with the develop-
ment of human enhancement technologies.
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Dr. Anastasia Kazun (LSES HSE University) reviews a book: Toff B., Palmer R., Nielsen R. K. (2023). Avoid-
ing the News: Reluctant Audiences for Journalism, New York: Columbia University Press. The reviewed
monograph addresses the burgeoning phenomenon of news avoidance, a consequence of information over-
load, media fragmentation, declining trust in news sources, and the pervasive negativity characterizing con-
temporary news coverage. Drawing on extensive empirical data, the authors offer a comprehensive examina-
tion of the motivations and factors underpinning this trend.
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
